L evel 1 Catechesis of the Good Shepherd:  We are reaching out to the Pastorate about an upcoming opportuni-
ty.  We hope, in the next school year (2027-28), our Pastorate will be able to offer a Level 1 Montessori program called 

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS).  This program would be made available PASTORATE-WIDE to all kids that 
are of this age.  
 Level 1 of this program starts at age 3 and continues to age 6 (ideal for preschool to kindergarten). CGS is a hands-on 
learning technique that teaches kids the Catholic faith through organized "work" they do in atriums. An atrium for level 
1 provides a calm and ordered environment with a teacher that has been specifically trained in the CGS program along with 
a volunteer assistant to help children develop contemplation skills, growth in prayer life and gain independence. This pro-
gram has specifically chosen certain bible passages which resonated with these ages of children, chief among them the Para-
ble of the Good Shepherd. Then developed hands-on materials and lesson plans through which the children could engage in 
contemplation upon these Bible passages. 
 We would like to invite you to the meeting at St. Mary's School in Salem (located in the NE part of the parking lot of 
their church on Hwy 81).  We will explain in more detail about the CGS program, do a demonstration and answer any ques-
tions you may have.  June 17th at 6:30pm 
 Although we only have an atrium (classroom) started at St. Mary’s School in Salem, we hope in the future to offer more 
atriums at other parish sites within our Pastorate.

Have you ever wondered if there is a 
specific type of wine 
that has to be used at 
Mass?

Law in canon 924 §3 says that the wine 
must be natural from the fruit of the 
vine and not be spoiled. In addition to 
that the General Instruction of the Ro-
man Missal explains that diligent care is 
to be taken to ensure that wine intend-
ed for the Eucharist is kept in a perfect 
state of conservation. Which means that 
the wine does not turn to vinegar.
